What is Visual Learning?
Visual learning is the set of skills involved in interpreting images. It is similar to linguistic literacy in that it requires the student to draw on skills they already have. Some learners need to ‘see to learn’, while others need to develop visual skills, i.e. they need to ‘learn to see’.
Adult literacy has in the past drawn heavily on visual materials to bring forward reading and writing skills. The explosion of images to which adults are now exposed  requires tutors to revisit the concept of visual learning and to see it as a ‘needs-based’ approach. 
This workshop intends to bring forward everyday learning with a practical application in the student’s life.
This full day workshop will: 
· Define what visual learning means for the adult literacy student

· Raise awareness about visual learning and visual literacy 

· Look in detail at methods that allow students to address learning needs through visual strategies
